Board of Trustees Minutes

March 13,  2006

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS

The minutes of Feb 13, 2005 were amended as follows: a) The money left over from the gifts for our Christmas person went to purchase a touch lamp for her.  b) UUFM bought the materials and Frank Hall contributed his time and labor to build the wooden TV stand needed by another person.  c) Under Rental of MCT, Margery pointed out that an increase in attendance is predicted to follow moving to a larger space; this may eventually result in increased offering revenues, but it may take a while for this to happen.  The minutes were approved as amended.

No Treasurer’s Report as Barbara Berens could not attend this meeting.

Ellen attended the University District Neighborhood Council Meeting of Feb 16, 2006.  The item of interest for the Board was information on sidewalk repairs by the city.   Our sidewalks will be done in Summer of 2007.  Following a mailed notice, a city representative will consult with Fellowship representatives about the work to be done.  All panels which are pushed up (criterion: Would catch a snow shovel), cracked or otherwise in bad shape will be replaced.  Since the U. district is old and standards have changed, often entire sidewalks must be replaced. Our assessment would be high if ramps had to be installed at both curbs, but Bonna pointed out that that ramps had already been installed when the streets were repaved .The period of amortization for the repairs is 8 years if the amount is under $3000, 12 years if it is over that amount.  

A voluntary program for getting city certification that a rental property is safe is under development.  For those opting to participate, the rental would be checked for basic safety features; those having those features would then receive a certificate of rental safety from the city.  We may wish to pursue this for the apartment in the Fellowship house.

Carol Gordon has placed notices of UUFM activities in both the Entertainer and the Independent.  Some but not all have been carried.  We will continue to keep an eye on this.

Time for the Yogananda meditation has been changed to Sunday mornings rather than Sunday afternoons.

PLANNING


Bonna reported from the Spiritual Development Council Meeting of March 8, 2006.  They are asking representatives of participating groups to send postcards to Jim Wallis encouraging him to come to Missoula in the fall.  Board members agreed to do this.  

In addition, the Spiritual Development Council agreed to invite David Duncan, a “local  (but famous) author” (quote from SDC minutes)  to do a reading from a new book coming out April 1. If he agrees a date will be set and further arrangements made.

The Renaissance Unit for Youth RE is being held in Bozemen on April 28—29.   Can we get someone from the RE group to go?  Bonna will check on this.

The workshop with Nancy Bowen, the new Mountain Desert District Executive, is being held Sat. May 13 in Bozeman.  Bonna and Barbara C. are going, and possibly others.  

A Peace March will be held Sat. March 18.  UUFM members will carry a Fellowship banner.  We will meet at 2 pm at Jeannette Rankin Peace Center for the march. 

Annual meeting time is approaching.  When should it be held?  Last year it was on the Sunday before Memorial Day.  Perhaps this year we could have it on June 4, the first Sunday in that month?   Margery also raised the question of scheduling Canvass Sunday; perhaps 30 April?  She also discussed some possible plans for the event.
