Unitarian/Universalist History Corner

--October 1553: Michael Servetus was burned at the stake at Champel, near Geneve, Switzerland. At the instigation of John Calvin, he had been sentenced to death for heresy for challenging the doctrine of the trinity and publishing his book, On the Errors of the Trinity. Servetus was a learned theologian whose martyrdom gave rise to cries for religious tolerance.

--October 1600:The Diet of Leczfalva, Transylvania used the word 'unitarian' as an adjective, the first time that the term was recorded. Since the Council of Nicea in A.D. 325, when the central issue was whether Jesus was the same as or different from God, an underground "Unitarian" movement existed until the mid-1500's when separate churches were organized, still considering themselves Christian.

--October 1757: Warrington Academy in Warrington, England opened, founded to educate Unitarians in the various professions, but especially the ministry. The Academy was succeeded by Manchester College, an academy to train Dissenters from the Church of England for the learned professions, primarily to train Unitarian ministers.
The year 1782 saw the publishing of Joseph Priestly's influential book A History of the Corruptions of Christianity, which Thomas Jefferson credited with his conversion to Unitarianism. Priestley was educated for the Dissenting ministry and became an outstanding theologian in addition to his renown as a chemist. He taught and conducted many of his experiments at Warringtin Academy.

Veg Corner

With fall in the air, October marks two veg-wonderful occasions: Gandhi’s, (ethical vegetarian) and Saint Francis of Assisi's recognition/births.It is also: Great American Meatout time of year, encouraging people to completely replace (or frequently) substitute plant-based foods in lieu of animal-based foods to benefit yourself, the animals and the planet. As mentioned in the first Veg Corner article, I intend to give the quick, easy versions of veg* meal prep. I believe if it's easy, folks will be more likely to do it. Today will be no different. I also give suggestions for vegan-product substitutions, often with the added benefits of being organic and non-GMO.

Fall rice casserole: Cook one cup or more of your favorite rice,( per package directions) with water or vegetable broth. To this, add 2 tsp. of margarine such as Earth Balance Vegan margarine, in a baking dish for oven or microwave. Add a cup of uncooked cut/chopped vegetables and on top, add enough Boca or similiar brand of: veg* hamburger crumbles (plant-based meat substitutions, such as Boca brand are available in most food stores). Add to the casserole, mushroom soup with enough liquid to fill about half of the mixture, then season with salt, pepper and garlic powder. Optional: before placing in the microwave or oven, sprinkle vegan parmesan cheese on top, only available at Good Food Store, or add some slices of Tofutti brand cheese. Microwave on high 15 minutes, or bake in oven, at 350* for 30 min., until bubbly and done, either way. Serve with crusty bread and a green salad. Stew some hand-picked apples in season, with a little sweetness of 

your choice, for a nice treat with the meal. Glean apples to keep bears out of trouble when they enter human habitat in town.
