Youth Religious Education Update
The following quotes have focused my planning for Youth RE sessions for September and October:

Over the next month or so, our older youth members will examine how and why some famous and not-so-famous people from different religious and spiritual traditions have helped move the world closer to peace.  We will explore ways that young people in Missoula can do the same.

-- On September 5, 1647, the Assembly of Divines at Westminster in London ordered John Biddle's Two-fold Catechism to be burned and also ordered the Committee of Plundered Ministers to examine Biddle.  Biddle is known as the father of English Unitarianism and was a fine Biblical scholar.  His books offended the mainline Christians, who found Unitarian ideas blasphemous and treasonous.  His Twelve Arguments Against the Deity of the Holy Spirit was burned at Westminster Square on this day.

Veg Corner
Hello fellow Missoula Fellowship UU's.  Starting with this newsletter, a monthly vegetarian-oriented recipe will be included for those seekers of alternative, or in some cases familiar chow.  Recipes with long prep and cooking times are wonderful. With that being said, many of us enjoy the tout de suite, fix-'n-eat-in-minimal-time, kind of meal prep. Not limiting to quick meals solely, but easy-to-fix, veggie meals will be my focus. Hope you will take a walk on the veg* side!  Do share your favorite ideas too.

Late Summer Grilling, veg-out shish kabob: You don't have to miss out on BBQ's when dining veg*!  Here's a Labor Day BBQ idea:   

On bamboo satay sticks place:  pineapple chunks, uncooked yellow, red or green bell pepper seeded and cut into small squares, zucchini sliced 1/2", plus small chunks of onion or shallots. Your choice to add some ginger slices.  
Optional: sold at Good Foods and Reserve Street Safeway: Field Roast*brand vegan sausage, sliced into 1" pieces can also be added on the skewer. Arrange ingredients in an attractive way on skewers.                                          
In a shallow dish, marinate the food on their sticks for 10 minutes, using olive oil, crushed garlic and a little lemon juice in the marinade mixture. Or, quicker yet, use a bottled marinade sauce of your choice.  Place skewers on the grill, turning and basting, until browned and ready to serve. Salt and pepper as desired.  
Suggested side dish:  add parboiled, sweet potatoes, thick-sliced, salted and peppered, and lightly brushed with oil to the grill for about 5 minutes, until crisp and golden. A little Chili sauce goes good with the sweet potatoes. Garnish with a sprig of rosemary or parsley.
